The Birmingham 2022 Commonwealth Games will bring people together, so schools across Devon will try and 'skip
to the games and work together as a team. This skipping challenge is encouraging mass participation in schools
and all year groups are taking port in school.

To enswre everyone “virtually” starts from the same location in Devon, Devon Virtual Games have done a little
research to find the central point in Devon and this is Crediton.
