01271 345908 they may he open to assist you. We will abways have staff, if possible, to- answer the
telephone.

We will always try, wherever possible, to remain open. Altematively, it may be safer to open school later
than normal.

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If youwr phone is locked to another network, you just need tor contact yowr network provider's customer
service team to request for your phone to he unlocked.

You won't he able to- use your phone to make calls/texts while using this data SIM.

You will be able to- enjoy 30GB data for 90 days this will start once yow insert the SIM into yowr phone and
start using the data.
