Pre-School 
It’s Dinosaur Week in preschool, and the children have really loved learning about the different dinosaurs. We have 
stomped and roared like dinosaurs, used dinosaur toys to stamp footprints in paint, made some delicious dinosaur 
food (which made us roar when we ate it) and even helped some frozen dinosaur eggs hatch!! We have particularly 
enjoyed making playdough and dinosaur gloop this week, the children have been measuring and mixing and 
strengthening their finger muscles by moving the gloop and playdough around which was lots of messy fun!
